Next Steps

« The City of Ontario will evaluate public feedback to consider finalizing the designs for the
improvements on Euclid Avenue as part of the City's Active Transportation Program.

« Caltrans District 8 will continue to work with the City on improvements to Euclid Avenue including
finalizing traffic calming designs and investigate project alternatives through continued public
outreach efforts.

» After the success at Re-Imagine Downtown, the City will continue efforts to improve safety for
bicyclists and pedestrians on a broader scale.
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This project was undertaken as part of the Southern California Association of Governments’ Go Human Active
Transportation Safety and Encouragement Campaign. Go Human is a community outreach and advertising campaign
with the goals of reducing traffic collisions in Southern California and encouraging people to walk and bike more. SCAG
hopes to create safer and healthier cities through education, advocacy, information sharing, and events that help
residents re-envision their neighborhoods.
